JEREMY




I’m very pleased to make your 
acquaintance, Jasmine.

JEREMY

JEREMY

JEREMY




Like what?

JASMINE




You know...

JEREMY




I’m... not sure what you’re talking 
about.

Jasmine inches closer to Jeremy.
